These screen captures of the Options Bar demonstrates the different options that each selection tool offers. They do however share some options such as the ability to add and subtract from existing selections and refine a selection. 

Also, several selection tools share the option to feather (soften the edge) of a selection. 

The Rectangle Marquee Tool selects a rectangular area depending on the style setting this could be either freeform, fixed aspect or a specific size. 

The Magic Wand Tool selects a range of color based on a tolerance setting. 

The Quick Selection Tool works sort of like a paintbrush and you can choose different brush sizes. 

The Polygonal Lasso Tool is a freehand tool like the Lasso but you are limited to creating straight lines by clicking rather than dragging a freehand selection around the area you are trying to select.
